On this day the éáø øòèìà passed away in the village Pienna on úáù éàöåî of 
ò÷ú úåîù úùøô“â . He is buried in the city of Haditz. 
My òãééæ, (the øäî éáø“ù ) asked the ÷ãö çîö: What did òãééæ(the éáø øòèìà) intend 

with the "ways of úåãéñç" and what did he intend with úåãéñç? 
The ÷ãö çîöanswered: The "ways of úåãéñç" are that all íéãéñç are to be like 

one family, through àøùé úáäà-ì , as Torah teaches.

úåãéñç is to bring úéåç and sparks into everything, to shed light even on the 

not good - a person should know his own faults in order to correct them. 

The Alter Rebbe’s Family Tree 

ë"ò÷ú úáè ã"â  is the èééöøàé of the éáø øòèìà. The éáø øòèìà was born on ç"÷ú ìåìà é" ä  to his parents ø ' êåøá  and ä÷áø ïéöáø. 
The éáø øòèìà was a ãéñç of the ãéâî and the founder of áç“úåãéñç ã . Towards the end of his life, Napoleon, a French leader waged war against Russia. Napoleon was the 

chief commander of the French Army and he wanted to conquer Russia. There were a lot of Jews that were very excited that Napoleon would come and save the entire Russia 
from the evil Russian Czar. However, the éáø øòèìà felt that if the French Army would conquer Russia, it would be good for the Jews úåéîùâá, and it would turn the Jews away 
from èéé÷ùéãéà.  

The Russians appreciated that the éáø øòèìà was on their side. When Napoleon approached Liadi, the Russian generals gave the éáø øòèìà, his family and the íéãéñç 
horses and wagons to escape. It was during Russia's cold winter that the éáø øòèìà and his family found themselves on the open roads, suffering hardships and danger. The 
éáø øòèìà was in the city of Pienna where he became very sick, and on úåîù úùøô úáù éàöåî - ë“ò÷ú úáè ã“â , he passed away at the age of 68. was buried in Haditch.  

On the day of a person’s èééöøàé, his lifetime deeds are elevated. The Rebbe explained that the èééöøàé of the éáø øòèìà is a special day because the  éáø øòèìà had a 
äùãç äîùð, and therefore, when a special äîùð has an éìò‘  it is a very special time.  

On the day of his èééöøàé, we should make úåèìçä to learn from the íéøôñ of the éáø øòèìà—like the àéðúä øôñ—and follow his úåàøåä.
