The Lubavitch Library has a fascinating history. During the Russian Revolution, 
the Russians confiscated the ùø éáø“á ’s big íéøôñ collection and to this day, it is 
still in the hands of the Russian government, in the main library in Moscow. Sev-
eral years later the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô began to rebuild the library, buying books 
throughout Europe and asking his íéãéñç for donations. When the  øò÷éãøòéøô
éáø left Poland in 1939 to go to America, his library was confiscated again. At 
the end of the war, he managed to get some of the books back.  

About twenty years later, one of the Rebbe’s secretary’s discovered that 
some of the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô’s library was being kept in an institute in Poland. 
After 3 years of negotiation the Polish government agreed to release the books. 

When the Rebbe recovered from his heart attack in ìùú“ç , his first visit out 
of his home was to the Lubavitch Library nearby. There he spent many hours 
looking through the newly returned books and manuscripts. As the Rebbe’s sec-
retary remembers, "It must have been very pleasing and energizing for him." 
Soon after, áç éãéñç úãåâà“ã  began renovations and hired new staff to maintain 
the library and catalogue the books.  

 
In the winter of îùú “ä Lubavitch Library staff noticed valuable books were 

disappearing from the shelves. Before long, it became clear that some rare íéøôñ 
were missing. They tried to find out who could be taking the íéøôñ, but were 
not successful. Finally they installed a hidden camera. For several weeks, the 
camera's videotape was blank, then the picture of who it could be appeared, 
entering the library's basement late at night and leaving shortly afterward with a 
full shopping bag.  

The man they saw was a relative of the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô, but unfortunately 
was no longer Lubavitch or even frum. When he was asked to return the books, 
he said that he got permission to take what he wanted from the library and he 
was going to sell them and get a lot of money. The directors of the library 
changed the locks and installed a security system. 

400 íéøôñ were already taken from the library and some of them were sold, 
making a great deal of money. Many people begged him to return them nicely  

but he refused. The Rebbe himself asked for the return of the books quickly   
And friendly. "They belong to the community and ultimately will certainly be  
   restored to their rightful owner," he insisted.  

Everything that Lubavitch tried, even offering money in return for getting 
the íéøôñ back, didn’t work. In a situation like this, the Rabbanim said that 
Lubavitch can go to a government court. Lubavitch told the court that the 
íéøôñ belonged to them but  the relative of the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô claimed that 
the library belonged to him. 

The question that the judge had to decide was this: Does property of the 
Rebbe belong to his family or to the íéãéñç? 

The court case lasted 23 days. Every day of the trial, the Rebbe went to the 
Ohel and íéãéñç all over the world davenned that Lubavitch should win the 
case. The trial was over in îùú øãà“å  but the verdict was only given 10 
months later, in îùú úáè“æ . The judge decided that the íéøôñ belonged to 
the íéãéñç!!! 

It was late morning when the exciting news reached Crown Heights. Within 
a few hours, íéãéñç all over the world had heard the exciting news: Australia 
to Brazil, from íéìùåøé to Detroit.  

The Rebbe spoke about what lesson we can learn from the whole court 
case. He said that the court case is showing us that we aren’t doing enough to 
study the íéøôñ and to spread Yiddishkeit. He said: "Start by making your own 
home a place where äøåú ãåîéì is increased. So, too, increase in äìéôú and all 
úåöî, beginning with ä÷ãö and íéáåè íéùòî. All of you will accomplish great 
things íéîù íùì!"
