On Monday ç 'éðù øãà,  at six in the evening, the ship 
bringing the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô ,ø ' ÷çöé óñåé  from 
Europe, arrived at the port after 12 days of trav-
eling. United States maritime rules did not allow a 
ship arriving later than 4:00 in the afternoon to let 
the passengers leave the ship until the following 
morning. 
On Tuesday, è 'éðù øãà,  thousands of Jews arrived 

to welcome the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô. When the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô appeared, the 
crowd erupted in a great shout of "íëéìò íåìù" and many of them said the 
äëøá of åðééçäù. 

  Many leaders of Jewish institutions in the United States came to 
welcome the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô. The Mayor of New York sent a representative. 
After a short reception at the port, the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô was brought to 
the Greystone Hotel, in Manhattan. This was his first stop-off point in 
America.

Before he came to America, the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô was told that “America is 

different”. The customs and ways from the “Old Country” just wouldn’t do here. 

The éáø øò÷éãøòéøô announced, upon his arrival, that he was going to open the 

first áç" ã– äáéùé ùèéååàáåéì  here in America. He said " èùéð æéà à÷éøòîà

ùøòãðà America is not different – from Europe”. Just as Europe had many 

úåáéùé for hundred of years, so too he would make sure that there would also be 

many úåáéùé in America. 

Upon hearing this, many people came to the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô and tried to 

dissuade him by giving him examples of important Rabbis who had also tried to    

establish úåáéùé in America and didn’t succeed. 

 

 

The éáø øò÷éãøòéøô replied, “I did not come to America to relax, but rather, 

úéèøô äçâùä brought me to America to start rebuilding èéé÷ùéãéà.  He refused to 

go to sleep that night until he was assured that the  úåáéùéwould open as he wished. 

The following day, the  íéîéîú éëîåú ùèéååàáåéì äáéùéin Brooklyn opened with ten 

students. 

The  éáø øò÷éãøòéøô wrote and spoke a lot about êåðéç and about the important 

job of teachers. 

 The éáø explains that the arrival of the éáø øò÷éãøòéøô in America was the 

beginning of the important efforts to spread  úåãéñç and èéé÷ùéãéà to the entire 

world.
