The birth of the מיטעלער רבי: 
After the אלטער רבי and רבצין סטערנא got married, there was a period of 

fourteen years in which they only had daughters, but no sons. The אלטער רבי 
went to his teacher, the מגיד ממעזריטש and asked for a ברכה for a son.  
The מגיד answered: “The מצוה of הכנסת אורחים is a זכות for the birth of a son.” 
A few weeks before he passed away, the מגיד told the אלטער רבי: 
“A son will be born to you to whom you will give my name.” 
On כסלו‘ ט , the מיטעלער רבי was born and was named דובער ‘ ר  after the  מגיד
  .ממעזריטש
 

The passing of the מיטעלער רבי: 
The מיטעלער רבי passed away on ח“כסלו תקפ‘ ט , on his 54th birthday. 
After יום כיפור in the year ח“תקפ , on the way to Lubavitch, the מיטעלער רבי 

became sick and had to stay in ניעזין. The best doctors were called to his bedside, 
but they said that we was very sick. The warned him that he could not say any  
  anymore. With each passing day, he became more and more חסידות on מאמרים

weak.  
The night of כסלו‘ ט , the מיטעלער רבי lost consciousness and could only be revived 
with greatest difficulty. A little later, he asked them to dress him in  white 
clothes, in which he resembled a מלאך. The מיטעלער רבי said a מאמר and passed 
away as he was saying the word ”חיים“ . 
It is seen by great צדיקים that the days of their lives are measured exactly to 

the day. The מיטעלער רבי passed away, as did משה רבינו, on the exact day of his 
birth (54 years later), indicating that he had a complete life. 

 

THERE IS A FAMOUS STORY ABOUT THE È·¯ ¯ÚÏÚËÈÓ TOLD BY THE 

È·¯ ¯Ú˜È„¯ÚÈ¯Ù AND OFTEN TOLD BY THE REBBE:  

The מיטעלער רבי was known for his unusual power of concentration. When he was busy 

learning or davenning, he did not hear or see a thing around him.  

Once, when the מיטעלער רבי was studying, his baby sleeping in a nearby cot fell out of its 

cradle and began to cry. The מיטעלער רבי did not hear the baby's cries and continued 

learning. But the baby’s grandfather, the אלטער רבי, who was in his room on an upper floor 

and was also learning at that time, did hear the baby's cries. He interrupted his learning, went 

downstairs, picked up the baby, soothed it and put it back in its cradle. Still, the infant's father 

did not hear or see what went on around him. Later on, the אלטער רבי told his son, the 

 is busy with, one must איד No matter how important the thing is in which a" :מיטעלער רבי

always hear the cry of a child."  

This story applies to parents, teachers and even children. We must always hear the cry of a 

child, whether that child is a child in years or knowledge or commitment to אידישקייט.

There is a famous saying about the מיטעלער רבי when he 
was completely involved in חסידות that "if his finger would 
have been cut, it would have bled חסידות instead of blood!"  

When the מיטעלער רבי was arrested by the Czarist 
government in the year ז“תקפ  on false charges against the 
Government (he was later released on the כסלו‘ י  of that 
year), even the doctor of the government, who was an  
important specialist, accepted that חסידות was the  מיטעלער
 s very essence and life. The doctor told the Russian’רבי
authorities that they must allow the מיטעלער רבי to give 
talks on חסידות to his חסידים, explaining: 
"Just as you provide food for prisoners to make sure that 
they stay alive, so, too, you must allow the מיטעלער רבי to 
teach חסידות. His very life depends on it."  

The authorities saw that this was true when, while he was 
in jail, the מיטעלער רבי’s wasn’t feeling well. They agreed to 
let fifty חסידים enter his jail room two times a week to 
listen to a מאמר.  

 
The מיטעלער רבי was released on כסלו‘ י . The news of his 

release was actually revealed to him a day before on כסלו‘ ט , 
but it was on a שבת, so he waited until the next day to leave 
jail.
